INTELLIGENCE ACTIVITY IN
THE SYSTEM OF POLITICAL POWER

Summary

Intelligence activity as a social and political phenomenon
represents one of the key information channels through
which the holders of the political power inform themselves
of the situations and changes in external surrounding,
which are significant for national security and national
interests. As an essential element of informational, i.e. soft
power of each state, the intelligence activity perceives its
institutionalization through the activity of modern intel-
ligence services as specialized authorities of the execu-
tive. On the other hand, intelligence activity has a clearly
defined role in the decision-making process (in foreign
policy), because it provides relevant and timely final intel-
ligence findings to the holders of the political power, as
a base for the further decision-making process. Analyse,
production and the interpretation of the findings, as well
as proper defining of the informational/intelligence needs
and requirements by the holders of the political power
have special significance in the process of the intelligence
research. These are the points in which the sensibility of
the complex relations between intelligence activity and po-
litical power diffract.

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Resume

In this paper the author indicates the overlapped and in-
terdependent relations in the system of the political power
between the intelligence activities and political decision-
makers. The author analyses the general context of intelli-
gence activity development, as a specific social and politi-
cal phenomenon, i.e. practice and theory, and its relation
with the state and political power. Recognizing the histori-
cal context of the mutual connection of these two areas,
the author tries to point to the complex organizational
and functional relations between the intelligence activities
and political power, especially reflected in the information
phase of the decision-making process (in foreign policy).
The author develops the analyses of those relations and
connections by noticing the problems between the political
decision-makers and intelligence structures through the
display of the intelligence cycle process. The author also
offers several proposals of the organizational and func-
tional nature, by which the relations between those actors
can be improved.
